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1. RATIONALE FOR THE EQUIVALENT NATED 191 N1 AND N2 IMPLEMENTATION GUIDELINE

This Guideline is for apprentices that are currently under contract or will be under contract, or section 28 candidates that seek guidance with respect to a feasible theoretical training solution.
The Apprenticeship-aligned NATED-191 courses offered by Public FET Colleges (FETC) has been phased out in the beginning of 2010 by the Department of Higher Education and Training (DHET), in favour of a vocationally focussed curriculum - referred to as the National & Further Education Certificate (Vocational). 
The CHIETA was of the opinion that the phase out of the NTC 1 and NTC 2 creates various problems with the implementation of apprenticeships within the chemical industries sector:
· N2 Trade Theory subject offerings are still fully established within the legislative and regulatory framework of the apprenticeship system that the CHIETA (and other SETAs) must implement. They are integrated in the Training Schedules that are used for training apprentices, within the Apprenticeship Workplace Curriculum and they also feature as the minimum requirement for the national trade tests.

· FETCs do not as yet offer the “trade theory” component of the trades, as a singular subject offering, as needed by industry. Historically colleges had a client centred approach. The block release period is approximately 12 weeks (3 months) inclusive of the examination time.
· The whole NCV Programme is currently done over one year. The CHIETA’s industry stakeholders are not in a position to release their employee-apprentices for a whole year, since apprentices are also workers.  
· The alignment to service the needs of apprentice trainees with the “New” National Certificate (Vocational) programme offerings have not been able to assist industry much, since the subjects at present do not cover the curriculum requirements. 

· A major constraint of the current “NCV Solution” is that the NCV curriculum does not include ALL of the trades within the current scarce skills list in South Africa, as implemented by the CHIETA in terms of apprentice training.
· Historically it was found that in order for an apprentice with an academic and not a technical educational background to successfully complete a NTC 2, the apprentice first needs to complete the required NTC 1 subjects. 

· One of the entry requirements according to the CHIETA Conditions of Apprenticeship No 16561 of 21 July 1995 (Notice No. R. 1076) for an apprentice into a trade is Standard 8 (Mathematics and Science standard grade) or NTC 1 with Mathematics and Engineering Science. Without the required mathematics or science an apprentice could not be registered on a Contract of Apprenticeship.
At the end of 2010 the DHET again phased in the NATED-191 at FET Colleges. However as not all FET Colleges will offer the NATED-191 or will only offer a specific NATED-191 subject if the required number of student are enrolled the CHIETAs National Artisan Training Committee (NATC) took a decision to develop and implement:

· A CHIETA N2 Equivalent Examination Process (hereinafter referred to as the N2 Equivalent). The N2 Equivalent will enable the apprentice to obtain the required N2 4 subjects (i.e. Mathematics, Engineering Science, a Trade Theory subject and any other related subject) as outlined in the CHIETA Training Schedule for a specific trade.

· A CHIETA N1 Equivalent Examination Process (hereinafter referred to as the N1 Equivalent). The N1 Equivalent will enable the apprentice, who does not meet the entry requirements to enter into a trade, to obtain the required N1 Mathematics or Engineering Science as required by the CHIETAs Conditions of Apprenticeship.

The Guideline outlines the administrative processes for the CHIETA to implement and administer an equivalent to the NTC N2 and an equivalent to the N1 subjects Mathematics and Engineering Science. This guideline includes the following sections:

2. THE CHIETA N2 EQUIVALENT EXAMINATION FOR THE REQUIRED NATED 191 N COURSES
A study was commissioned by the CHIETA with the aim of finding a theoretical training solution for the implementation of the apprenticeship system in South Africa. In this Study a recommendation was made that the CHIETA develops and manages a N2 Equivalence programme. 
The Study Team further recommended that an apprentice needs to complete the following 4-subjects per trade to obtain the N2 Equivalent. The NATC approved this recommendation:

3. RESPONSIBILTIES OF THE RELEVANT STAKEHOLDERS IN THE CHIETA’s N1 AND 2 EQUIVALENT EXAMINATION PROCESS
Various stakeholders are part of the administration and implementation of the N1 and N2 Equivalent Examination process, each with its own responsibilities:

3.1. The CHIETA Office
The CHIETA Apprenticeship Unit is responsible to:

· Administer the examination setting process, which includes the moderation of examination papers & memorandums.

· Distribute the examination papers to the relevant DTTC.

· Ensure the confidentiality of the examination papers both during distribution to and collection from the DTTCs.  

The CHIETA Data Management Unit is responsible to:

· Capture Equivalent Enrolment Forms.
· Capture the outcomes of the examinations.
The CHIETA Quality Assurance Division is responsible to:

· Administer the statement of results process. 

3.2. The External Examiner – PST Member
The external examiner - PST Members is responsible to:

· Set per subject the examination paper & memorandum.

3.3. The External Moderator – PST Member
The external moderator – PST Member is responsible to:

· Quality assure and make recommendations as to the adjustment of examination papers in terms of validity, authenticity and sufficiency. 
3.4. The Section 28 Candidate And Apprentice
The apprentice or section 28 candidate is responsible to:

· Determine if s/he will use full time part time or self study.

· Identify a Provider of Training to facilitate the learning process.

· Identify a DTTC where the examination will be conducted.

· Apply and pay for the examination.

· Prepare and write the examination. 

3.5. The Accredited Provider
The Accredited Provider (CHIETA accredited NQF Training Provider or Provider of Apprentice Training) is responsible to:

· Advise learners on subject choice and recommend method of study. 

· Advise learners on resource material that can be used.

· Advise learners on most appropriate DTTC.

· Provide facilitation and delivery to the learner in a formalised structure.

3.6. The CHIETA Accredited DTTC
The Decentralised Trade Test Center (DTTC) is responsible to:

· Register the section 28 candidate or apprentice for the examination.

· Apply to the CHIETA for the relevant examination papers.

· Administer the examination process.
· Distribute examination results received from the CHIETA to the relevant parties.

3.7. The Internal Examiner – DTTC
Where the examination is multiple choice questions, the internal examiner - DTTC could be an Administrator. In instances, such as with the Engineering Drawings examination where the examination paper is not multiple questions, the internal examiner – DTTC must be a subject matter expert and qualified one level higher.

The internal examiner - DTTC is responsible to:

· Invigilate the examination in a controlled environment.

· Ensure that all examination papers are collected and kept secure after the examination.

· Mark the examination papers in a controlled environment against the supplied memorandum and according to the CHIETA process.

· Submit the examination papers to the CHIETA’s Data Capturing Unit for capturing.

3.8. The Internal Moderator – DTTC

Where the examination is multiple choice questions, the internal moderator - DTTC could be a generic moderator. In instances, such as with the Engineering Drawings examination where the examination paper is not multiple questions, the internal moderator – DTTC must be a subject matter expert and qualified one level higher.

The internal moderator – DTTC is responsible to:

· Quality assure and make recommendations as to the adjustment of results in terms of validity, authenticity and sufficiency.
· Moderate 10% of the examination paper in a controlled environment according to the CHIETA process.

· Provide the internal examiner – DTTC with the moderated examination papers.

4. A STEP – BY – STEP GUIDE FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE CHIETA’s NATED 191 N1 AND N2 EQUIVALENT EXAMINATION
The CHIETA’s N1 and N2 Equivalent Framework attached as Annexure A provides a broad overview for all participants in the equivalent process. 


4.1. Develop The CHIETA’s N1 And N2 Equivalent Examination
The CHIETA sets the trimester examinations through a group of PST members appointed to set the examination per subject. 
Examinations are set one year in advance of the examination being held.
CHIETA appointed external moderators – PST members moderate the examination papers and their memorandum. If needed the external moderator informs the examiner – PST member to make amendments to the examination papers and their memorandum.

The apprentice or section 28 candidate applies to the DTTC to enrol for the examination. The fee payable for an examination is R600-00 per exam.

The apprentice or section 28 candidate obtains the required learning material. This may be against the NQF registered unit standards approved by the NATC as the equivalent to the N2 or the existing text books as per list annexed as Annexure C and Annexure D.

The CHIETA accredited NQF Training Provider or Provider of Apprentice Training provides support where needed to the apprentice or section 28 candidate. Studies may be full or part time.

4.3. Conduct And Mark The Equivalent Examinations
The CHIETA equivalent examinations have a minimum pass-mark of 40%. 
Examination sittings occur three times per year (April / August / November). 

After printing the pages for these exam papers they must be collated and stapled together in the order in which they have been numbered.  Answer sheets, which have to be handed in, will be stapled at the back of the last page of the question paper for easy removal by the candidates.
Examinations will be conducted at CHIETA accredited DTTCs. The apprentice or section 28 candidate must register for the examination not later than 30 days before the examination at the DTTC where s/he attends to write. 

The apprentice or section 28 candidate who do not pass the first attempt may re-write this examination during a window period of two years.

The examinations will be marked by DTTC appointed internal examiners and moderated by DTTC appointed internal constituent moderator in line with the CHIETA moderation standard operating practices as outlined in the CHIETA’s Quality Assurance of Leaner Achievements Guideline.
