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1. RATIONALE FOR THE CHIETA’S COST STRUCTURE GUIDELINE
This Guideline outlines the fees payable to CHIETA accredited Providers of Apprentice Training and Decentralized Trade Test Centers (DTTCs) for conducting respectively pre-trade test evaluations, trade preparation and trade tests.  

Therefore the fees as prescribed are payable to:

· CHIETA DTTCs that conduct pre-trade test evaluations against trades within the jurisdiction of the CHIETA.
· CHIETA Providers of Apprentice Training that conduct trade test preparation against trades within the jurisdiction of the CHIETA.
· CHIETA DTTCs that conduct trade tests against trades within the jurisdiction of the CHIETA.
2. THE CHIETA AREA OF JURISDICTION
The area of jurisdiction means the area in respect of which the CHIETA has jurisdiction in terms of the Manpower Training Act, 1981 (Act No. 56 of 1981) [MTA] as published in Government Gazette No 16561 of 21 July 1995 (Notice No. R. 1076) which includes the following designated trades:

· Boilermaker

· Diesel Mechanic

· Electrician

· Fitter

· Instrument Mechanician (Process Control)

· Motor Mechanic 

· Rigger

· Turner

· Welder

3. PRE-TRADE TEST EVALUATION FEE PAYABLE TO DTTCs

The fee payable to CHIETA accredited DTTCs to administer the pre-trade test evaluation against trades; is the fee as prescribed by the CHIETA to DTTCs that conduct pre-trade test evaluations against trades within the CHIETA’s jurisdiction.
The pre-trade test evaluation fee excluding VAT is effective from 1 July 2011. 
The pre-trade test evaluation fee is payable to the DTTC to:

· Evaluate an Application for a Section 28 Trade Test: First Attempt or an Application for a Section 13 Trade Test: First Attempt.
· Administer the pre-trade theoretical test.
· Administer the pre-trade practical test. 
· Make a recommendation to the CHIETA on the eligibility of the candidate to conduct the trade test.

The fee payable to DTTCs to conduct the pre-trade test evaluation is R1 500-00 per pre-trade test evaluation per candidate.

The pre-trade test evaluation fee will be revised from time-to-time by the CHIETA ETDQA.

4. TRADE TEST PREPARATION FEE PAYABLE TO PROVIDERS OF APPRENTICE TRAINING
The fee payable to CHIETA accredited Providers of Apprentice Training to provide trade test preparation against trades; is the fee as prescribed by the CHIETA to Providers of Apprentice Training that conduct trade test preparation against trades within the CHIETA’s jurisdiction.
The trade test preparation fee excluding VAT is effective from 1 July 2011. The trade test preparation fee is payable to provide trade test preparation for a maximum period of three (3) weeks.

The fee payable to Providers of Apprentice Training to conduct the trade test preparation is R2 000-00 per candidate for a (one) week, to a maximum of R6 000-00 for three (3) weeks.

The trade test preparation fee will be revised from time-to-time by the CHIETA ETDQA.

5. TRADE TEST FEE PAYABLE TO DTTCs

The fee payable to CHIETA accredited DTTCs are the trade test fee as prescribed by the CHIETA to DTTCs that conduct trade tests against trades within the CHIETA’s jurisdiction.

The trade test fee excluding VAT is effective from 1 July 2011 and is as follows:

· Section 13 or 28 trade test:

R1 800.00 per trade test candidate
· 
Credit trade test:


R800.00 per trade test candidate
The trade test fee will be revised from time-to-time by the CHIETA ETDQA.

6. METHOD OF PAYMENT OF FEES PAYABLE TO PROVIDERS OF APPRENTICE TRAINING AND DTTCs

When an application is made, the employer / section 28 candidate should indicate the method of payment for the pre-trade test evaluation, trade preparation or trade test. 
The method of payment could be either:
· An application for the CHIETA section 28 voucher scheme; 

· Cheque / postal order;  


· Electronic fund transfer; or
